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WE'RE MOVING FORWARD

The Town received word that the forgery probe against Mayor Willis regarding signatures
on an easement agreement for the CDBG Infrasture project on M. Brown Lane has ended with
no charges being filed. Its time to begin a new and look towards the town’s future. We have a
lot of projects and town business that requires the entire board’s attention. We must remem-
ber that we are here to move the town forward. When Council received the good news regard-
ing the funding from Gov. Perdue they immediately moved forward.

The Town received $400,000 in 2009 and $1.5 million prior to that through federal fund-
ing with the additional funds Town Council voted at February 17th meeting to authorize a re-
design of the proposed $2.2 million community center to include a new town hall. The deci-
sion to include the Town Hall was made because the current Town Hall is in need of major
repairs and the board felt that a new facility would best serve the people as well as the em-
ployees who help manage the daily functions of the town.

Council was informed that an environmental review must be done along with letters sent to
the citizens, and a noise study done with this process only taking six months. Council will
work hard to make sure that including the town hall in the community center will not have
additional cost.

GOV. PERDUE AWARDS GRANT

Gov. Bev Perdue announced that $14 million will be distributed to 26 local governments through
the Community Development Block Grant Economic Recovery Program (CDBG ER). Each grant will
help develop infrastructure, housing or special needs in the community.

“Improving infrastructure and housing in our neediest communities, while creating jobs is a win-
win for all involved,” said Gov. Perdue. “| congratulate each of our communities that are participating
in the CDBG Program.” Each project funded was required to meet national standards and to identify
the creation and/or retention of jobs. The recommended projects are “bid-ready” meaning applicants
receiving an award are ready to bid the project as soon as all funding conditions are released. In addi-
tion, highest priority was given to areas of the state with high unemployment. The Town of Navassa
$2.2 million project will use CDBG funds to complete the financing for a Senior Center-Medical Clinic.

Considering that new and old volunteers have access to
the best training equipment this should give the people of Navassa a greater peace of
mind.

An even better peace of mind comes from knowing that your health is at its
best.

Former North Carolina Representative
Sandra Spaulding Hughes was the guest speaker who spoke at length about Pro-
tandim, a product that could potentially increase your energy and help to fight com-
mon ailments such as diabetes, hypertension, and arthritis to name a few. Whether
you were present or not for the health seminar it is never too late to put your health
first. Health seminars are offered from time to time at the town hall and area
churches. There is always helpful information available in the town of Navassa that
could help you.

WATER PROJECT

The Water Project for District 3 has begun with water lines being installed on various
streets. The grant will pay to have customers added to the water system. The contrac-
tors are working to stay on schedule with minimum distractions to everyday activities.
If there is a problem please be patient until the issue is resolved. In order for us to move

forward we must encounter some discomfort in the process.

SEWER PROJECT

The Town held a meeting at the I.B. Station in February with Right Angle Engineering
to discuss the upcoming sewer project that will begin. There are still some easements
that are needed but once they are acquired construction in District 3 will begin. The
Town Council and the Utility Operation board is aware that many citizens are in finan-
cial restriction and will work towards a solution that is beneficial for the citizens as
well as the town. The Utility Operation board will hold a workshop for the purpose of
working on options to recommend to Town Council for the citizens. Al Beatty and
Cynthia Bell are members of the Utility Operation from this district and are working
hard to make sure that the needs of the people are being heard. Once Council finalizes
options regarding tap cost and installation, more detailed information will be forth com-
ing.

EPA BROWNFIELD CLEANUP OF FORMER ESTECH

The Environmental Protection Agency told Star News that Arcadis the contractor for
the site, has removed about 50,000 tons of soil contaminated with metals and arsenic
from the plant that closed in 1980s. ExxonMobil, a former owner of the site, agreed to
pay for the work more than five years ago. About 100 trucks a day have been driving
through the area going to Sampson County landfill.

The next step in the clean-up of the site is for the EPA to sign off on the work and
monitor over the next few years the restoration of the area. This project has only a little
more than a month of work left at site.

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Tips for becoming “Stormwater Smart”

Navassa is required to have a Stormwater Ordinance in place due to the town’s proximity to the coast and to the
City of Wilmington. The Stormwater Ordinance helps implement illicit discharge detection and elimination pro-

grams, establishes post-construction stormwater management programs, and provides other means for the town to

better protect our local waterways from pollutants carried by stormwater runoff. Here are a few tips to help reduce
the amount of pollution from entering our water ways:

Never dump, sweep, rake, blow, or place anything into a storm drain, ditch, or waterway.

Always clean up after your pet and dispose of the waste in a closed trash can or pet waste digester, or bury it in
a hole. Flushing pet waste down the toilet is prohibited and can cause problems at wastewater treatment plants.
Don’t overlook outside cats; their waste is just as harmful.

Practice waterway-friendly lawn care:

Get a free soil test from the New Hanover County Cooperative Extension (798-7680) to determine the exact
nutrients your lawn needs.

Grasscycle—Ileave grass clippings on the lawn to act as a natural fertilizer, compost yard waste, or contain yard
debris for pick-up service.

Install native plants to reduce fertilizer, pesticide, and water use.

If you must use fertilizers and pesticides, use them sparingly and never before it rains.

Collect fertilizer off driveways, streets, and sidewalks so it doesn’t wash away.

Keep yard waste out of storm drains and off of streets and sidewalks.

Prevent sediment and loose soil from washing away by adding mulch or plants to the exposed soil.
Install rain barrels to help water your lawn and garden

Put litter in the trash or recycling bin where it belongs. Reduce, reuse, recycle, rethink!

Wash your car on the grass or at a commercial car wash and never on a paved driveway.

Check your vehicle for leaks and repair them immediately.

Dispose of hazardous household chemicals and used auto fluids at the county landfill or on Household Hazard-
ous Waste Collection Days. For more information call Brunswick County Solid Waste at 910-253-2515.

e To cut down on trash and waste try composting. By taking everyday food waste and turning it into compost
you can grow a garden to be proud of. Coffee grinds, vegetable scraps and grass clippings and other yard de-
bris have nutrients that are beneficial to plants and are all great composting items that we generate day to day.
Less has to go to the landfill if you can compost in a plastic bin. Two large nursery pots work well or you can
purchase a compost bin from a local garden store or county extension office.

e Proper disposal of yard debris, by composting or contained for pick-up service will help keep it out of drain-

age ditches and storm drains reducing pollution discharge in our waterways.
